sen Automotive Museum.  We had smooth sailing on the LA freeways 
and enjoyed window shopping on Wilshire Blvd. on our way to the mu-

seum.    
 
Just a little history on the area where the 
Petersen Automotive Museum resides to-
day.   In the 1920ôs developer A.W. Ross 
thought the area should attract and serve 
automobile traffic rather than pedestrian 
shoppers.  He required merchants to pro-
vide automobile parking lots, and ordered 

that all building facades along Wilshire be engineered so as to be best 
seen through a windshield.  This meant larger, bolder, simpler signage, 
longer buildings in a larger scale, oriented toward the boulevard and ar-
chitectural ornamentation perceptible at 30 MPH rather than at walking 
speed.  The historic ñMiracle Mileò begins at Fairfax and Wilshire Blvd., 
and ends at La Brea Ave. The Petersen Museum building anchors the 
start of the Miracle Mile and Museum Row.  It was formerly occupied by 
Orbachôs Department Store which had been abandoned in the 1980ôs.  
Instead of merely placing vehicles in neat rows like other auto museums, 
the Petersen places cars in life-size dioramas that represent the impact of 
the automobile on the culture of Los Angeles.      
 
On our tour, led by a museum do-
cent, we viewed special exhibits 
ñSupercars When Too Much is  
Almost Enoughò and ñNHRA Sixty 
Years of Thunderò as well as the 
permanent exhibits.  As usual 
each of us picked a ñdream carò.  
You know the one you would have 
if money were no object.  With all 
the Supercars on display, it was 
easy to find a car to fit the ñdream 
carò requirements of great lines, super fast, high performance, and a

The damage from the earthquake and resulting tsunami in Japan is now starting to af-
fect us.  It has been announced that three popular colors have been removed from the 
remaining 2011 Corvette production schedule  and are no longer  available.  It is disap-

pointing to hear that Cyber Gray, Crystal Red and Jetstream Blue are no longer available.  
 
A type of shiny pigment known as Xirallic is used in these three Corvette paint colors. This pigment is 
what gives those colors that special sheen.  It is only produced at a single plant that is located in a coastal city 
in Japan.  That plant sustained major damage and is located only thirty-five miles away from the damaged 
nuclear reactor.   
 
People who had placed orders for cars in the three mentioned colors are 
having their orders returned and are being asked to select different col-
ors.  With the elimination of those three colors from the Corvette choices, a 
total of seven colors remain.
