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While Anne and I were on 
our fabulous WWII History 
trip to Europe last month, we 
were in Portsmouth, England, 
spending the evening before 
crossing the English Channel 
the next day.  We saw a 
number of very impressive 
and throaty sports cars pull in 
at our hotel over the period of 
a few hours. Our curiosity got 
the best of us and we went 

out to the parking lot to look at the cars.  Turns out they were the TVR, a name cloned from the developerôs 
first name, TreVoR. The car club was from Belgium, across the channel for a long weekend. The cars were 
uniquely distinctive, each body type completely different from the other. The interiors looked like they 
wrapped around you, like an airplane cockpit. The modern TVR ignores the EU guideline that all new cars 
should be fitted with ABS and at least front airbags because the designer believed that such devices promote 
overconfidence and risk the life of a driver in the event of a rollover, which TVRs are engineered to resist. It 
also eschews electronic driver's aids (such as traction control or electronic stability control). Here are a few 
pics we took:  

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

TVR was an independent British manufacturer of sports cars from 1947 to 2006. The company offered both 
coupes and convertibles, using an in-house straight 6 cylinder engine design, others an in-house V8. TVR 
sports cars are composed of tubular steel frames, with a fiberglass bodywork. None of the cars have been 
offered in the US due to the many restrictions that have been put on imported vehicles. The car offers an 
amazing 54 body types and 4 racing types. My personal favorite that we saw was the Sagaris (380 bhp). The 
standard models have engines in the 997cc (60 cu in) to 4,988cc (304 cu in). Later models weighed about 
2,400 lbs. Looking at prices on the internet they go from $5K for early models to $110K. The racing models 
are upwards of $250K. Interesting that unlike the Corvette, the early models circa 1950-1970 are very inex-
pensive compared to the more current models. 
 
The company had a turbulent recent history and an uncertain future. The internet offers many great articles 
on the history if you are interested in seeing more information. We just loved these cars, would like to have 
the opportunity to drive one next time!
